Enter the estimated tax payments you made
plus any Federal income tax withheld and
excess social security, Medicare, and railroad
retirement tax paid.

To request a waiver for an underpayment
described in either 1 or 2 above, do the
following:

● $146 or less if your filing status is single or
head of household; or
● $292 or less if your filing status is married
(filing either jointly or separately) or qualifying
widow or widower.

However, if you want the IRS to waive the
penalty because the underpayment resulting
from the adjustments to the withholding
tables is larger than this amount, or you are
filing Form 2210F for a different reason,
request a waiver in the same manner as for
an underpayment described in 1 or 2 above.
